Survey Results

We surveyed over 12,000 students, educators, and
parents across 34 countries about their experience
with our film program ANGST (for ages 10 and up).
Here is what we learned:

When asked to rate their typical
anxiety levels from 1-10, 1 being
very low and 10 being very high,
44% of viewers had moderate to
high levels of anxiety.

However,

82% of students, educators, and
parents were more open to talking
about anxiety after seeing this film.
